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The Silence narrates the 30 years’ struggle of 15 
“comfort women” -   former sex slaves by the 
Imperial Japanese Army  during the WWII - for 
recognition and reparation. This film records the 
women’s painful testimonies who are now mostly 
gone, but it also shows how these victims slowly 
transformed into brave activists, fighting for 
justice and dignity.
